
Your objective:

Choose one energy source that you think would be most effective source of energy.  Why do you think this would be the best source of energy?  Research the benefits (financially, environmentally, health-related, ease of implementation).  Research the possible negative effects and risks (financially, environmentally, health-related, ease of implementation).  You will write a short essay defending your position using scientific arguments.  Your group will design a poster explaining how your energy works and why it is beneficial.  In class we will have a debate about the different energy sources.

The energy sources are solar energy, nuclear energy, wind energy, hydroelectric power, geothermal energy, tidal power, and fossil fuels. 

You will earn 10 pts for the essay, 10 pts. for the poster, and 10 pts for the debate portion.  You will lose points if your group is off-task and/or not courteous when other groups are speaking.
