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The Debate

This debate is designed to allow you to strengthen your skills in the areas of interpersonal influence, research, group problem solving, environmental awareness, and oral presentation.  All group members are expected to participate in the research, development, and presentation of your debate position.  

You will need to:

1.  Make an opening statement and introduce your position 1-3 min
2.  Point 1 at least 1 min
3. Point 2  at least 1 min
4. Point 3  at least 1 min
5. Point 4 at least 1 min

6. Point 5 at least 1 min

7. Conclusion Summarize and defend position-no new facts.

Both teams need to include rebuttals in their debate points.  
Teams aim to rebuke each others points and statements. 

Each person in the group may make a rebuttal statement as part of their point. 
At the conclusion when everyone has had their 1min, your group will need to summarize and defend your positions-no new facts.

Rules-Choosing not to follow these will result in loss of points and/or consequence

1.  No speaking out of turn.  Wait until Ms. C tells you it is time to speak.

2.  Be organized and take this seriously.  Groups that are not on task and working as a team will lose points.

3.  Be respectful while in the audience.  Do not talk or make comments unless called upon.

4.  Be courteous and treat the opposing opinion with respect even if you do not agree.  Treat your teammates with respect and do not insult or argue with them.

5.  Follow directions!
